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Just as the water evaluates her fidelity, so too, the water
evaluates his (her alleged paramour), as it is stated: “And
the water that causes the curse shall enter into her”
(Numbers 5:24), and it is stated again: “And the water that
causes the curse shall enter into her and become bitter”
(Numbers 5:27). ... just as she is forbidden to her
husband, so too is she forbidden to her paramour, because
the verse states “And is defiled [venitma’a]” (Numbers
5:29).
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And this is a difficulty for Rabeinu Tam that if this is so, it
is not “all men”, it is only if they had brothers and did not
have children. However, Rashi is not particular when he
says “012>”, rather she should not become an Agunah.
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If a man commits adultery with a married woman,

committing adultery with another man’s wife, the adulterer
and the adulteress shall be put to death.
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These are capital offenses (punishable by strangulation): ...
and one who commits adultery with a married woman...
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A woman is not rendered forbidden to her husband by the
tesitomy of one witness — two are required... And if you
would say with regard to the incident that transpired
involving David and Bathsheba: For what reason did the
Sages not deem her forbidden? She was forced, not willing.
And if you wish to say, alternatively, in accordance with that
which Rabbi Shmuel bar Nazmani said that Rabbi Yonatan
said: Anyone who goes to a war waged by the royal house
of David writes a bill of divorce to his wife.
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Why was Bathsheba not forbidden to David — for there were
many witnesses, many people knew...
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
