Amalek
and Jethro were of the advisers of Pharaoh; but when Jethro
beheld that God had wiped out Amalek both from this world
and the next,2 he felt remorse and repented, for first it says,
For 1 will utterly blot out the remembrance of Amalek from
under heaven (Ex. XVII, 14), and then NOW JETHRO...
HEARD.3 Said he:’The only thing for me to do is to join the
God of Israel.’
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
