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and the streams overflowed; can
he give bread also? Can he
provide meat for his people?

Once a prophet has made known
his prophecy, and his words have
proven true time after time, or
another prophet has proclaimed
him a prophet, if he continues in
the path of prophecy, it is
forbidden to doubt him or to
question the truth of his prophecy,
and it is forbidden to test him more
than necessary. We may not
continue to test him forever, as
[Deuteronomy 6:15] States: "Do not test
God, your Lord, as you tested him
in Marah,"” when [the Jews] said
[Exodus 17:7]: *Is God in our midst or
not?" Rather, once an individual is
established as a prophet, we should
believe in him and know that God
is in our midst. We should not
doubt or question him, as implied
by [Ezekiel 2:5]: "They shall know
that a prophet was in their midst."
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Rambam Teshuva 3:4

Even though the sounding of the
shofar on Rosh HaShanah is a
decree, it contains an allusion. It
is as if [the shofar's call] is
saying: Wake up you sleepy ones
from your sleep and you who
slumber, arise. Inspect your
deeds, repent, remember your
Creator. Those who forget the
truth in the vanities of time and
throughout the entire year,
devote their energies to vanity
and emptiness which will not
benefit or save: Look to your
souls. Improve your ways and
your deeds and let every one of
you abandon his evil path and
thoughts.

You shall not test (tempt) the
Lord your God, as you tested
(tempted) him in Massah.

Exodus 17

Therefore the people complained
to Moses, and said, Give us water
that we may drink. And Moses
said to them, Why do you strive
with me? why do you tempt the
Lord?
